A few years ago, I was trying to think of something to serve the FRG Key Callers at our monthly
luncheon. I was discussing ideas with my friend when the woman next to us handed me a napkin
with the following recipe. She said she made it for her family and everyone loved it, even the
“pickiest eaters.” I was a little apprehensive about making a soup recipe written on a napkin and
given to me from a woman I didn’t know, but I did anyways. It turned out to be a great decision! The
soup was a huge success and everyone asked for the recipe. To this day I still have the napkin in my
recipe box and make it often. I call it Fort Campbell Dump Soup, as all you do is dump cans of veg-

gies & beans into cooked ground beef. Simple, fast, and delicious! Happy Cooking!

Ft. Campbell Dump Soup

2 cans corn, un-drained

1 can navy beans, drained

1 can light red kidney beans, drained

1 can black beans, drained

1 large can diced tomatoes

1 large can ROTEL tomatoes

1 packet taco seasoning (powder)

1 packet ranch salad dressing (powder)
1 pound ground beef

**tortilla chips, Mexican cheese, guacamole, sour cream

Directions:

Brown ground beef & add taco seasoning. Dump
all veggies & beans to beef mixture. Stir in ranch
salad dressing packet. Bring to a boil & cook for
15 minutes. Garnish with chips, cheese, etc.

Can be made a day or two in advance & can be
frozen. Makes a lot!
